This Month in the Bee Yard

 Post-treatment assessment for varroa 
mites (i.e., did your treatment work?). 

 Remove all queen excluders, if present. 
 Combine hives that are weak/have failing 

queens. 
 Feed thick syrup, if needed, for winter 

food stores. 
 Limit frequency of inspections 

after mid-October: bees are 
sealing cracks with propolis, and 
waste lots of time/energy if they have to 
keep replacing it. 

 Add entrance reducers near end of month 
to keep mice out. 

 Drones being expelled in most hives. 
 Plant (in October and November) herba-

ceous perennials for future nectar/pollen 
sources.
